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EXAM RULES

The Departmental circular 73 of 2008, will be used as a guideline to deal with offenders.

Learners who make themselves guilty of these transgressions will be dealt in accordance of
the law and be reported to the Department of Education and face disciplinary action.

These rules are implemented to ensure that every learner is given the opportunity to write
under optimal conditions to achieve the best results.

1. Cell phones: Normal cell phone rules apply as stipulated in the cell phone policy. It is
COMPULSARY that ALL cell phones are handed in during the exam/study session.
Learners must ensure that their names are visible on the cell phone. Disciplinary
action will be taken against a learner when found in the possession of a cell phone.
Should the above mentioned rules be broken, the cell phone will be confiscated until
the disciplinary hearing has been held.

2. No iPods, magazines, playing cards, novels of any kind or any other games will be
permitted in the examination room. These items will be confiscated.

3. No refreshments, cold drinks, sweets, crisps etc. will be permitted in the examination
room. Pillows and blankets are also not permitted in exam/study venues.

4. Learners will not be permitted to enter the examination room if they arrive half an
hour or later after the start of the session. Learners will also not be permitted to leave
the examination room before the end of the session.

5. Learners may not talk or disturb other learners in the examination room, therefore
calculators, stationery, etc. may not be borrowed or shared.

6. No bags, suitcases etc. will be permitted in the examination venue. Only necessary
stationery, kept in a clear container or plastic bag, will be allowed.

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7. No notes or books will be allowed with the learner during the examination session. If
the question paper has been answered there may still be no books, magazines etc.
with the learner.

8. I f a |l earner 1is absent during an examingt.
will be accepted as proof of illness. Arrangements in connection with this can
only be made with the grade head. Should this process not be followed, the
learner will receive a zero mark for the missed session.

9. No source of help may be used to get an unfair advantage in the examination.
10. Examination venues must be kept clean and tidy, no littering is permitted.

11. The examination invigilator is in control of everything in the venue and his/ her
instructions must be obeyed.

12. If a learner is caught being dishonest / copying his/ her answer sheet will be taken in
and a new one will be supplied to complete the exam. No additional time will be
given. Both answer sheets will be used as proof in the disciplinary hearing. The
teacher will write down the time and date of the incident. For legal purposes, the
time of the second opportunity will also be noted on the answer sheet.

13. No tippex may be used to correct errors. Draw a line through the incorrect work if
necessary.

14.  No learner will be permitted to leave the examination centre during either the study
or the examination session except when accompanied by a teacher.

15. Only additional paper with a signature and relevant date from the invigilator will be
permitted and attached to the answer sheets for marking purposes.

16. Learning areas where practical exams are written will be strictly monitored and may
no form of communication take place. Internal electronic messages in learning areas
like CAT, are prohibited.

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Tips for Exam Writing and Nervousness !!

1 Be extremely well prepared for exams by revising daily and weekly
Do not start studying the night before the exam!

1 Test yourself at re gular intervals to determine if you
truly know and understand the material.

1 Get adequate exercise, nutrition and rest, especially
before exams. Eat a good, HOT breakfast the morning
before an exam. Avoid the temptation to stock up on snacks and
sweets! The sugar rush will wear off quickly and make you sleepy

and lazy !
1 Identify and remove sources of anxiety. A study partner that fidgets
the whole time can be very distracting. Avoid classmates who are

known for their laziness on the morning before the exam € . their lack
of commitment will just make you feel more nervous.

1 When you first receive your exam  paper , look over it quickly to get a
feel for the questions. Read instructions carefully. Use the time
allotted for READING through your p aper. During this time, breathe
deeply and focus on the task ahead.

1 Use a system to quickly categorize questions into those you know
well, those you know something about, and those you know little
about.

Start with the questions you know well.
Underline key terms and information.  Answer what is asked: If the
guestion states ofull sentences ,0 do exactly that.

1 Work at a re asonable pace, even if you don't complete the exam.

Use all the exam time allotted. Revise your answers!

Check over your exam to be sure that you answered all questions,

that your calculations are correct and that your answers line up with

the answer she et. Use the same numbering system as what is used
on the question paper.

Change answers only if you are sure of the change.

If you are so nervous that you blank out on exams or have intense
physical symptoms, ask your chemist fora  herbal remedy to alleviate
these symptoms. DO NOT take energy drinks & these will just make
you more anxious!

1 ALSO: Dress warmly! Wear a long -sleeved vest or T -shirt under your
school shirté . adding layer upon layer of clothing will only make you
uncomfortable and not really keep you warm.
